In the fall 0f 2004, 19 football players
arrived at Wake Forest determined to
achieve successatwhat had been afloun-
dering program. They called themselves
the “Fresh Deacs” in reference to their
desire to forget history and start their
own legacy. The weekend of April 25,
2009 marked the end of the Wake Forest
journey for four of these players, as they
accomplished their lifelong dreams of
being drafted in the NFL.

In what was the most heralded draft
class in Wake Forest history, linebacker
Aaron Curry, cornerback Alphonso
Smith, safety Chip Vaughn and line-
backer Stanley Arnoux were all selected
in the first four rounds. Not too shabby
foragroup that Rivals.com had ranked

as the 95th best
recruiting class in
2004.
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The centerpiece of the Deacon con-
tingent was Curry, who was selected
with the No. 4 overall pick by the
Seattle Seahawks. Curry was con-
sidered by many, including ESPN
analyst Mel Kiper, to be the top
overall prospect in the draft,
and was also considered the
safest pick in the draft —
that is, the player who
was almost assured to
have a successful NFL
career.

In the weeks
leading up
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to the draft, there was some speculation
that Curry might even be drafted first
overall, but the Detroit Lions, the
holders of the pick, elected to
go with a quarterback instead,
selecting Matthew Stafford out
of Georgia. There was some
debate about whether
the Chiefs would take
Curry at No. 3, but
there was no pos-
sibility that he
would slip past
No. 4.
As  Sea-
hawks head
coach Jim

Mora,

Jr., said while calling Curry to tell
him that they were going to take him,
“When the Chiefs took (defensive end)
Tyson Jackson, our draft room erupted
in celebration.”

Linebackers traditionally are not
selected with top five draft picks, and
Curry is the highest drafted linebacker
since the Washington Redskins took
LaVar Arrington with the No. 2 pick
in 2000, a testament to how highly he
was viewed by NFL scouts. It is clear
that he has come a long way from the
190 pound boy whose only Division
I scholarship offers came from Wake
and East Carolina. Curry wasn’t the
only Deac drafted on the first day, as
